Scholarship Background

The Reid Mason Memorial Scholarship is awarded annually to a deserving college student pursuing
an education in Animal Science with a focus on beef cattle.

Reid Mason served as the first Executive Director of the Minnesota Beef Council. In that capacity
Reid pioneered the development of a host of beef promotion, producer education and beef research
programs. Originally from Iowa, Reid Mason moved to Minnesota to take on the job as the Beef
Council’s first Executive Director. During his approximately 15 year tenure as Executive Director he
was key in shaping the promotion programs and consumer education initiatives we are familiar with
today. Reid was totally dedicated to the beef industry and worked tirelessly to expand beef demand
and consumer trust in the safety and wholesomeness of beef.

In addition to his full time job with the Minnesota Beef Council, Reid worked closely with the
Minnesota State Cattlemen’s Association. He assisted in developing and publishing the association’s
first newsletter in the early days of the association. The tradition of the association’s official
newsletter continues on today in the form of the Minnesota Cattleman Newspaper. Upon Reid’s
passing the Mason family in conjunction with the leadership of the Minnesota State Cattlemen’s
Association established the Reid Mason Memorial Scholarship. The Reid Mason Memorial
Scholarship was the first scholarship program and is the longest running of the educational
scholarships offered by the Minnesota State Cattlemen’s Association.

The scholarship will be presented to the recipient at the Minnesota State Cattlemen’s Association
Annual Convention December 2-3, which will be held at Jackpot Junction Convention Center near
Morton, MN.
